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On April 28, 2017, my youngest son, Carson, 
aged 11, passed away unexpectedly. We 
were completely blindsided and had no 
idea what to do next. The hospital didn’t 
have a “brochure” or any information for us. 
We went home empty-handed, without our 
child and with no idea what the next few 
days held in store for our family.

Afterward, I knew that what I had learned 
from our experience could beneǻt others, 
so I created Carson’s Village to help 
families navigate the practical details 
involved with a loss, from the moment of 
passing through the funeral. I don’t want 
another family to be as unprepared as we 
were.
